1. The meeting with the MP at 12 noon will take place at Riverside (the grass area in front of the
Methodist Church, opposite Riverside Café and Debenhams) There will be opportunities for photos of
the walkers with Mr Wilshire MP, him being handed a letter, people praying around the water feature,
people signing signatures etc

2. The route of the walk is as follows:

Start: All Saints’ Laleham Church, where Staines Rd m&itepperton Rd (10:30am)
Walk: Continue along Staines Road into Laleham Rd

Continue along Laleham Rd and under the bridgeSthines

Right onto South Street

Left onto High Street

Left onto Thames Street

Right into Riverside — gather there to deliverdetb Mr Wilshire MP (12pm)

Walk back: Turn right under the bridge onto Laleham Rd, targ along Staines Rd
End: All Saints’ Laleham Church

3. The Millennium Development Goals (MDGSs) are a blueprint to halving world poverty by 2015,
agreed to by 191 UN countries and the G8 leaders in 2000. MDG 7 relates to water and sanitation.
