A selection of ideas to whet your whistle!! 
 

• G8 Summit prayer: 
In your Blow the Whistle Sunday service, include a period of silent prayer for the G8 Summit 
world leaders.  Have someone blow a whistle every 10-15 seconds to move the prayer focus 
on to a different leader.  Enhance this prayer time by having pictures and names of the world 
leaders in a Powerpoint presentation 
 

• Whistle interruptions 
Prime a member of your congregation to interrupt elements of your Blow the Whistle Sunday 
service at times when a point can be usefully summarised or highlighted 

 

• Whistle blowing statistics 
Blow whistles every nn seconds to represent a particular statistic e.g. someone dying as a 
result of hunger or HIV/Aids 

 

• Whistle worship song 
Adapt a worship song to include whistle blowing moments 

 

• Whistle march 
Encourage congregation to march through their town following your Blow the Whistle Sunday 
service blowing whistles, wearing DIY T-shirts and displaying any placards, etc. they have 
made 

 

• Phone your MPs and blow the whistle 
Phone your local MPs office during your Blow the Whistle Sunday service and leave a short 
message explaining who you are and that it is half time to halving poverty.  Finish the call 
with the sound of the congregation blowing whistles 

 

• Visit your MPs and blow the whistle 
As above, but visit your local MP during his ‘surgery’ and blow your whistles (not too loudly!!)
