BLOW THE WHISTLE SUNDAY 

 
SUNDAY SERVICE RESOURCES 

• 5 & 10 minute presentation; Blow the Whistle overviews that can be locally amended 

• Powerpoint presentation; to support the above, as required 

• NEW Blow the Whistle Sunday DVD; on a Micah Challenge DVD that includes previous films 
that could be used for publicity purposes prior to ‘Blow the Whistle Sunday’ 

• Service outline suggestion; drawing on various Toolkit elements, this resource maps out a 
complete Blow the Whistle Sunday service 

• Sermon outlines and ideas; background to the causes of poverty including a biblical 
perspective and mandate to reach out to those afflicted, sermon ideas based on the Micah 
6:8 themes of justice, mercy and humility and more… 

• Sermon series ideas; readings and themes to support a 3-week sermon series exploring the 
Micah 6:8 themes of justice, mercy and humility 

• Biblical verses relating to poverty; provided as useful background 

• Hymn and song suggestions; a selection that supports the Micah 6:8 themes of justice, mercy 
and humility 

• Creative prayer ideas; based on the Micah Challenge Policy ‘Asks’ with case study 
background and statistics 

 

• Youth resources – 4 sessions; content based on the Millennium Development Goals 

• Children’s resources – 4 sessions; content based on the Millennium Development Goals 
NB these resources could also be used in local schools during Assembly or classes
